	In 2004 we followed planned activities 
In summer of 2004 “Week of enrichment (with vitamins)” was conducted during that period we supplemented children (from 6 months to 5 years old) women recently confined and women who breast fed during 8 weeks after giving birth with vitamin A. In “Week of enrichment (with vitamins)”  438 677 children (from 6 months to 5 years old) were given vitamins which made 97,3%. Also 1 864 women recently confined (were in maternity hospital) and 15 271 women who breast fed during 8 weeks after giving birth. 
The main problem of immunization-prophylactics was not on time financing from the Government of the KR.

	In May 2004 WHO experts evaluated functioning of cold box at the level of central vaccines storage in the Kyrgyz Republic, basing on these recommendations the project of immunization of republican standards was developed.

	In 2004 GAVI provided 320 650 vaccines against Hepatitis B together with 333 400 syringes and 3 600 safe utilization boxes. In total it made 240 000 US $. For prophylactic vaccination for children under 2 years old we received self-blocking syringes and safe utilization boxes which made 74 000 US $. 

Hepatitis B vaccination (HBV) is being conducted in Kyrgyzstan since 2001 and successfully progressed in 2004. Hepatitis B vaccination was implemented in 2004 and reached 99,2% of coverage.
There are no special problems in conducting immunization in the country. 



1.2.2
Major activities

	Efforts of Republican Immunization Prophylactics Center and the Ministry of Health of the Kyrgyz Republic, international donors which support immunization service are intended to strengthen nowadays service, keeping high coverage with prophylactic vaccination, modernization of cold boxing, conducting seminars on safe immunization praxis. 
In 2004 with financial support of UNICEF we conducted teaching seminars for specialists on immunization issues and they talked about Hepatitis B. I Particular: 

· 9 regional seminars for FMG doctors in 9 remote areas of the country on general questions of immunization-prophylactics, there were 212 participants;

· 8 oblast seminars on safe praxis of immunization and implementing of order № 430 from 07.10.04 to work of hospitals of the country, there were more than 300 participants;

· 3 regional seminars for doctors – neonatologists and immunization nurses of maternity hospitals and departments on immunization of new-born children, there were 207 participants.

Also in 2004 we conducted epidemiological investigation of cases when people who were already immunized got sick with Hepatitis B again in the south of the country. We gathered serum of immunized children under 5 years old and epidemiological and clinical anamnesis with purpose of more precise definition of the diagnosis and reasons of HBV. 


In the course of epidemiological investigation we found out that increase of Hep B was accordant to seasonal increase of Hep A, which contradicts epidemiology of HPV, which is registered evenly during a year. The diagnosis was given after finding HbsAg in blood of sick children. After repeated serological investigation of sick children (32 serums) marker of critical Hepatitis A was found.. On the basis of conducted investigation a letter was prepared on diagnosing of Hep B. 
We regularly covered issues of Hepatitis B in Mass Media, TV and Radio. A Guide on issues of Hepatitis B in Kyrgyzstan was prepared on the basis of review of written information, observation and epidemiological analysis and epidemiological control with purpose of increasing of level of information awareness of first level of health care and sanitary-epidemiological service.

	100 000 $ were given to the Kyrgyz republic for supporting of immunization prophylactics service in the beginning of 2003. Plan of distribution of those finance s was approved by the Ministry, spending of finances is planned to implement during several years. 
58 320 US $ were left in 2004 

in 2004 6 368 US $ were spent out of left money. Out of them:
- 4 sets for computers were purchased for 898 $;

- 3 refrigerators for remote areas of Naryn oblast were purchased for 830 $;

- 995 $ were spent for organizational and overhead expenses of immunization prophylactics service; 

- 3411 $ were spent for informational provision of immunization prophylactics service;

- 234 $ were spent for technical service of cold boxing.

In 2004 we received self-blocking syringes and boxes of safe utilization for vaccination of children under 2 years old. The total sum was 74 000 US $.
There were no special problems in receiving and distributing.

In accordance with standards of safe praxis of immunization recommended WHO self-blocking syringes and boxes of safe utilization are used in the country since 2001. Utilization of filled with syringes boxes of safe utilization is conducted by burning them in inaccessible places: in rural area in special holes, furnaces and boiler houses; in urban area – in boiler houses, metal buckets on the place of garbage. 
Support provided from GAVI on safety of vaccination will let the Kyrgyz Republic follow injections safety of WHO during several years.

	Plan on provision of sustainable financing of immunization program of the Kyrgyz Republic was developed and provided to Secretariat of GAVI in November of 2002. 
In purpose of Plan implementation we conducted following activities: 
1. Received support from GAVI on injections safety from 2004 to 2006.

2. Toughened control on vaccines storage and vaccination to decrease loss of vaccines.
3. Didn’t change National Calendar of prophylactic vaccination. 
4. Didn’t conduct campaigns of mass, not planned immunization, therefore it didn't require additional finances.

5. The Government of Japan financed 120 000 $ in terms of annual co-financing on current project of the Japanese grant for purchasing vaccines of on Vaccines Independency Initiatives.

6. The Government signed a credit agreement with Asian Development Bank on purchase of vaccines of API for 2005-2007 on project “Development of children on community base”. Financing of vaccines purchase will be implemented on share principle according to Agreement on Vaccines Independency Initiatives. According to counting from 2005 to 2007 30 % of total vaccines package for children under 8 years old will be paid from state budget, 70 % from ADB. Considering effective and long-term cooperation between Kyrgyzstan and UNICEF especially on purchase of WHO certified vaccines in September 2004 UNICEF and the Ministry of Health (The Government of the Kyrgyz Republic) memorandum was signed on mutual understanding and provision of service of vaccines for children of Kyrgyzstan during 2005-2007. 
7. Introduction of HIB infections in the country and Hepatitis B vaccination delayed for indefinite time.
