	1. Ministry of Finance of Uzbekistan has been allocated 1 billion 330 thousand sums for the centralized vaccine procurement (1 200 000 USD) from the National State Budget. There is still problem of local currency exchange, which is the main obstacle for the state vaccine procurement.   
2. Based on MoU with UNICEF for 2006-2008, major part of vaccines was procured through UNICEF. DTP, polio, MMR, measles vaccines were procured through UNICEF. 

3. .Regional workshops on vaccine transportation and storage have been conducted for vaccine store keepers with the UNICEF support.

4. Measles/Rubella mass immunization campaign has been conducted in Tashkent city for the population of 10-29 year of age. (order of MoH Nr 124 from March 2006)

5. .Recertification for vaccinators and their replacements has been conducted with the support of UNICEF.

6. A comprehensive Multy Year Plan has been prepared and approved for 2006-2010 year, based on it an annual immunization plan for 2007 has been developed.
7. A new MMR vaccine has been introduced to National Immunization Calendar (decree of MoH №26 from March 23 2006.).

8. Standard Operational Procedures have been developed and implemented at all levels (order of MoH № 148 dated April 11 2006) with the support of WHO/UNICEF.

9. A technical working group to take a decision on a new vaccine introduction has been established (Hib and rotavirus vaccines).

Wastage of vaccines: Countries are expected to plan for a maximum of 50% wastage rate for a lyophilized vaccine in 10 or 20-dose vial; 25% for a liquid vaccine in a10 or 20-dose vial; 10% for any vaccine (either liquid or lyophilized) in a 2-dose vial, 5% for any vaccine in 1 dose vial liquid.  


Buffer stock: The buffer stock is recalculated every year as 25% the current  vaccine requirement


Anticipated vaccines in stock at start of year 2008: It is calculated by counting the current balance of vaccines in stock, including the balance of buffer stock.
