Vaccines and auto-disable syringes (ADs) were received on time and in good order, to enable implementation as planned starting form 1 January 2002.  The GAVI supplied vaccine is being used in 44 of the 61 provinces (17 provinces using locally-produced vaccine).  In 2002 only about half the districts using GAVI vaccine – the remainder to start form 1 January 2003.

Of the 44 provinces, 30 started using hepatitis B in January, 5 provinces in February, 2 in March, 6 in April, and the last one in June.  The delays in some of the provinces related to funding for training that preceded new vaccine introduction.

The plan was to use Uniject for the birth dose – however, as this is still not available single dose vials are being used.  The supply of vials with VVMs in the second shipment allows use outside the cold chain.

A problem with the receipt of two presentations of hepatitis B vaccine, was that both the one-dose and two-dose vials were shipped in the same box with no labels on the outside of the box to indicate which presentation of vaccine was in that box.  This led to some problems in shipping vaccines, and it would be appreciated if the contents of boxes would be indicated on the box in future shipments.
