The funds should be preferrably transferred to the Ghana Health Service (GHS) .The EPI Programme will then submit  estimates on budget items to the ICC. The agreed budget will be submitted  through the  Director, Public Health to the Director General of the Ghana Health Service. Funds will be released to the programme through the Financial Controller of the Ghana Health Service. This will ensure that the funds can be monitored both  by the ICC and the GHS Ssystems. At its quarterly meetings , the ICC will monitor progress on use of funds. Quarterly reports and financial returns will be discussed at ICC meetings and copies of such reports submitted to the Director General and the ICC.

The accounts will be audited both through the GHS accounting system and any other external auditing systems.



9. Country concerns

The following are the ICC’s concerns and recommendations while submitting this proposal :

The concerns of the ICC are mainly on the financial sustainability of  the current EPI and this initiative ; given the downturn of the economy globally, it is unlikely that Ghana will be self sufficient in vaccine procurement within the next five to ten years.The ICC  expects that support from GAVI and other traditional partners will continue well beyond the stipulated five years of assistance.

  The ICC while noting other operational costs borne by the Ghana Health Service, will encourage government to gradually increase contributions for procurement of vaccines and injection safety materials.

The ICC notes the insreases in immunisation coverage over  recent years and commits itself to consistently work on reviewing immunisation coverage regularly and monitoring key indicators.
